Finding a Job / Job Promotion
Y ou can find or get a better job using:
Private job agencies—they provide job referrals for people looking for ajob. They are
usudly free of charge but some may charge afee. They can befound in your loca phone
book. Many specidize in specific jobs, like office positions.

Government job agencies — they provide free job referrd service to anyone looking.
They post openings in many areas of work.

Public schools — Schools usualy have job boards or job counse ors who will help you
get ajob.

Friends and relatives— They are a very good source of information for ajob. A boss
will hire areative or friend of an employee based on persona recommendation.

Help Wanted signs — These are invitations for people to come apply for ajob. These are
common in stores and restaurants.

Classified Ads — The newspaper has a section devoted to available jobs. Taking the time to
go through them can have great results for you.

Job magazines — these are free magazines where many companies advertise their
openings. It'sagood ideato use them when looking for ajob.

| nter net — there are many places in the Internet that will help you get ajob at no cost to
you. You don't have to be a computer expert.

Education — if you want a better job, your level of education will help. More education
usudly means a better job.

English—there is no question, in the United States, the better your English, the better the job.
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Private job agencies are dways free

Government employment offices only help the poor

Many public schools help students get ajob

Mr. Miller wants to speak to Alejandro about something
very important. Sometimes people want to do something.
Sometimes people need to do something. What does
Alejandro need to do?

That would be great. | need to make more money..
Alejandro's car has many problems. He needs to make
more money. Where else did we see the words need to?
You know, | need to hire an assistant manager.

Mr. Miller needs to hire an assistant manager. He doesn't

like to do all the work. Where else did we hear someone
talk about what they like to do?

ALEJANDRO | like to work with computers. It's fun.

WIZARD Alejandro likes to work with computers. That's why he'd
make a good assistant manager. The assistant manager
needs to work with computers. Where else did we see like

to?

ALEJANDRO | like to take care of customers. | don't like to do the
dishes.

WIZARD Alejandro doesn't like to do the dishes. He likes to take
care of customers. Good. Let's review hate to.

REZA | hate to work with dishes.

WIZARD Reza doesn't like to do the dishes very much. In fact, he

hates to do the dishes. Good. Would you like to go back
to the scene and see what Alejandro says? Of course, you
do. We have two choices. Choice A -- Alejandro says no.
Choice B -- Alejandro says yes. Good. You picked Choice
A. Alejandro says no. Let's see what happens.
